Florence changed this. She saved lots of lives by
malking hospitals clean and safe places.

* She set up a nursing school in London.

* She wrote a book called Notes For Nursing
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Mary Seacole was born in Jamaica to a
Jamaican mother and Scottish father.
Mary was well-educated and well
travelled.

Mary learned nursing skills from her
mother who ran a boarding house for
injured soldiers and was a doctress.

Mary Seacole’s work

% In 1853, the Crimean War began. Mary
wanted to help the soldiers and help the
work that Florence Nightingale had
started. Mary paid for herself to get to
the Crimea.

* She became known to the British
Army as Mother S

* The War Office in London said Mary
was not allowed to work because she
was black.

After the Crimean War

* After the war, Mary had no home
and was in bad health. Some
sympathetic British people heard of her
good work and helped her.

% She was awarded medals for her
brave work as a healer during the war.

After she died, Mary and her work was
forgotten - but 100 years later, a group
of Jamaiican nurses wanted to know
more about her and made her famous
again.

★ In 1863, Florence met Queen Victoria who gave her the Royal �Red Cross Medal for her courageous work.�★ The Nightingale Fund was set up to reward all of Florence’s hard work.





She gave patients good food





Both women were treated very differently. Florence was treated like a hero but Mary was discriminated against because she was black.
